How to change an

To change an outside light, you will need: 7. To replace the cover line up all the screws and turn

+ astep ladder to reach the light clockwise.

« aPnillips (‘crosshead’) screwdriver to remove and 8. To check it works, turn the lighting trip switch back on
replace the light cover and turn the light switch on.

Steps - Always turn off the electricity before you start

1. Turn the light switch to off and this will isolate the fuse. - Always use a safe securely erected step ladder

2. Locate your fuse box and turn off the lighting trip - Avoid standing on the top of the step ladder
switch. «  Always wear flat shoes when using step ladders

3. Remove the light cover using a screwdriver turning - Getsomeone to help if needed
the screws anti clockwise. «  Dispose of the lightbulb safely

4. Once all of the screws have been removed, take off
the cover.
